The meeting was called to order by Mike Seiler who immediately asked Pastor to lead us in the transition to a new Council.  Pastor explained to the members how Councils have historically assigned titles, but indicated that this Council may proceed as they wish. A motion was made by John Anderson and seconded by Tom Bice to adopt the positions.  The motion passed unanimously.

Next topic discussed was the Council meeting schedule for 2012.  Gina Frank announced the next meeting is to be conducted following the Sunday morning worship service on February 19, 2012.  Meetings will be predominantly held on the third Sunday of each month with exceptions made periodically.   No vote was required on this matter.
Next topic discussed was executing a contract to provide transportation for our confirmation students attending the youth gathering in New Orleans this coming summer.  The cost for round trip transportation on a professional coach for all attendees is $1,950.00.  A motion to was made by John Anderson to accept the agreement and seconded by Pastor.  Motion passed unanimously.

Next topic discussed was initiated by Gina Frank.  Gina expressed her feelings of the potential benefits to the Council from participating in some sort of Council retreat.  It was agreed that this subject would be explored at a later time.

Next topic discussed was initiated by Gina Frank.  The state of our financial declarations may require a professional audit from time to time.  This subject is to be addressed at the next regular meeting.  No vote was required at this time.
Next topic discussed was initiated by Gina Frank.  Gina explained the contemplations of the previous Council debating the benefits of changing the work of developing a budget to an earlier time than has been practiced in the past. This topic will be a part of later Council discussions.  No vote was required at this time.
Gina Frank asked that Council members take the time to review all financial reports and documents in advance of all meetings.  This will aid in completing Council meetings in a timely fashion.

Next topic discussed was initiated by Pastor.  A Valentine’s dinner is scheduled at the Church to raise funds for the youth gathering in New Orleans.  It has been proposed that wine be included in the menu.  Council’s approval would be required to have alcohol at a function in the Church.  Following discussion on the subject it was determined that wine will not be a part of this gathering.  No vote was taken on this subject.

Pastor delivered the closing prayer and the meeting was adjourned.
